Cutting and Fabric Preparation - Cat: 
1. 21975GB Border Print: a. Fussy cut image 
of cat being groomed ¼” above and below the 
wallpaper background surrounding the cat.  Your 
¼” cut will be in the green stripe above and below 
the wallpaper background, as shown in Diagram 1. 
Center the cat and cut a 7 ½” x 6 ¼” rectangle with 
the cat motif centered in the rectangle. b. Fussy cut 
(4) “beauty product” 3” x 25” pink strips, as shown 
in Diagram 2.  You will cut ¼” beyond the green 
strip top and bottom of the pink “beauty product” 
strips (3” wide).

2. 21981H Green drops: a. Cut (1) 2” strip. Subcut 
(2) 2” x 6¼” rectangles and (2) 2” x 11” rectangles 
(Border 1).
3. 21979S Yellow check: a. Cut (1) 3 ½” strip. 
Subcut (2) 3 ½” x 7 ¼” rectangles.  b. Cut (1) 2 5/8” 
strip. Subcut (2) 2 5/8” x 15 ½” rectangles (Border 
2).
4. 21981B Blue drops: a. Cut (2) 2” strips.  
Subcut (2) 2” x 12” rectangles and (2) 2” x 18 ½” 

rectangles. (Border 3).
5. 21981L Lavender drops: a. Cut (1) 2 ¾” strip.  
Subcut (2) 2 ¾” squares. Cut in half diagonally 
twice to yield (8) QSTs (small).  b. Trim remaining 
strip to 2 3/8”.  Subcut (14) 2 3/8” squares. Cut in 
half diagonally to yield (28) HSTs (large). (Border 
4).
6. 21978G Green toiletries: a. Cut (1) 2” strip.  
Subcut (8) 2” squares (Border 4).
7. 21978V Violet toiletries: a. Cut (1) 2” strip.  
Subcut (8) 2” squares (Border 4).
8. 21980Z Stripe: Cut (3) 2 ½” strips.

Quilt Top Assembly:
9. Sew the 21981H Green drops 2” x 6¼” strips to 
the left and right of the fussy cut cat rectangle. Press 
the seams away from the center motif.
10. Sew the 21981H Green drops 2” x 11” strips to 
the top and bottom of the center motif.  Press away 
from the center motif.  Trim the unit to 7 ¼” x 9 ½”, 
keeping the fussy cut cat motif centered. 

11. Sew the 21979S Yellow check 3 ½” x 7 ¼” 
strips to the left and right of the quilt center. Press 
away from the center.
12. Sew the 21979S Yellow check 2 5/8” x 15 ½” 
strips to the top and bottom of the quilt center.  
Press away from the center. 
13. Sew the 21981B Blue drops 2” x 12” strips to 
the left and right of the quilt center. Press away 
from the center.
14. Sew the 21981B Blue drops 2” x 18 ½” strips to 
the top and bottom of the quilt center.  Press away 
from the quilt center. Trim the unit to 13 ½” x 
18 ½”, keeping the fussy cut cat motif centered. Do 
not trim the width (18 ½”) until the next border is 
completed and measured.

Diamond Border Block Assembly:
15.  Sew (1) small and (1) large 21981L Lavender 
triangle to opposite sides of a 21978G Green 
toiletries square. Press the seams toward the center 
square.  Sew another small 21981L Lavender 
triangle to the 21978G Green square as shown. 
Repeat to make (2) Green end units. Clip dog ears 
off each unit.

16. Repeat Step 15 with (2) 21978V Violet squares 
to create (2) Violet end units.
17. Sew (2) large 21981L Lavender triangles to 
opposite sides of the remaining 21978G Green 
squares and 21978V Violet squares to create (3) 
Green center units and (3) Violet center units. Clip 
dog ears off each unit.
18. Lay out the end and center units, alternating 
Green and Violet centers. Sew units together; repeat 
with remaining (8) units to create (2) diamond 
border strips.

20. Sew the diamond border strips to the top and 
bottom of the quilt center.  Note that the top and 
bottom diamond border strips are rotated to be 
opposite of each other in color orientation. 

Mitered Border Assembly:
21. On the wrong side of the quilt top, mark ¼” in 
from each corner.
22. Find and mark with a pin the center of each of 
the (4) fussy cut border strips.
23. Measure the length of the quilt through the 
center of the quilt top to establish the side border 
lengths. Subtract ½” from the length and the divide 
the resulting measurement in half. On two of the 

strips, use this measurement to place a mark on the 
wrong side, ¼” in from the raw edge, on either side 
of the center pin along the Inner edge of the strip.
24. Measure the width of the quilt from one side 
to the other of the quilt top to establish the top 
and bottom border lengths. Subtract ½” from the 
length and the divide the resulting measurement in 
half. On the remaining two of the strips, use this 
measurement to place a mark on the wrong side, ¼” 
in from the raw edge, on either side the center pin 
along the Inner edge of the strip.
25. On the wrong side of all four strip sets, draw a 
diagonal line through the ¼” mark extending to both 
raw edges of the border strip set. This line should be 
45 degrees from the inner edge of the strip. Trim ¼” 
past this line for the seam allowance. 
26. Find the center of the top and bottom of the quilt 
top, mark with a pin. Attach the top & bottom strips 
to the top & bottom of the quilt top, matching the 
pinned center marks. The marks made on both ends 
of the border strip pairs should match the marks 
made on the corners of the quilt top. Sew from one 
¼” corner mark to the opposite ¼” corner mark. Do 
not knot or sew in reverse, leave long thread tails. 
Press the seams towards the border strips.
27. Find the center of the sides of the quilt top, 
mark with a pin. Attach the side strips to the sides 
of the quilt top, matching the pinned center marks. 
The marks made on both ends of the border strip 
pairs should match the marks made on the corners 
of the quilt top. Sew from one ¼” corner mark to 
the opposite ¼” corner mark. Do not knot or sew 
in reverse, leave long thread tails. Press the seams 
away from the border strips.
28. Fold the quilt in half diagonally, right sides 
together, towards the corner that you are working 
on (Diagram 12).  Using a pin, align and interlock 
the seams at the ¼” corner marks pin in place. Make 
sure that all the border strip seams are aligned. Sew 
on the line you drew, leaving long thread tails, open 
quilt to make sure that the intersection lays flat. Tie 
off all the thread tails in this corner, using a square 
knot. Press seam open. Repeat this on 3 remaining 
corners.

29. Center and lay the batting on top of the wrong 
side of the 21977L Violet Mice backing fabric 
30. Center and lay the pieced quilt top on top of the 
batting.

1. 21975GB Border Print: a. Fussy cut image of 
mice and mirror ¼” above and below the wallpaper 
background surrounding the mice.  Your ¼” cut will 
be in the green stripe above and below the wallpaper 
background, as shown in Diagram 1. Center the 
mice motif and cut a 8 ¼” x 6 ¼” rectangle with the 
mice motif centered in the rectangle. b. Fussy cut

cut ¼” beyond the green strip top and bottom of the 
pink “beauty product” strips. Refer to diagram in 
Cat wallhanging instructions.
2. 21981L Lavender drops: a. Cut (1) 2” strip. 
Subcut (2) 2” x 6 ½” rectangles and (2) 2” x 11 ½” 
rectangles (Border 1). b.

(2) 2 ¾” squares. Cut in half diagonally twice to 
yield (8) QSTs (small).  c. Trim remaining strip 
to 2 3/8”.  Subcut (14) 2 3/8” squares. Cut in half 
diagonally to yield (28) HSTs (large). (Border 4).
3. 21979H Green check: a. Cut (1) 3 1/8” strip. 
Subcut (2) 3 1/8” x 7 ¼” rectangles.  b. Cut (1) 2 
5/8” strip. Subcut (2) 2 5/8” x 15 ½” rectangles 
(Border 2).
4. 21981B Blue drops: a. Cut (2) 2” strips.  Subcut 
(2) 2” x 12 ½” rectangles and (2) 2” x 18 ½” 
rectangles. (Border 3).
5. 21978G Green toiletries: a. Cut (1) 2” strip.  
Subcut (8) 2” squares (Border 4).
6. 21977S Yellow Mice: a. Cut (1) 2” strip.  Subcut 
(8) 2” squares (Border 4).
7. 21980Z Stripe: Cut (3) 2 ½” strips.

Quilt Top Assembly:
8. Sew the 21981L Lavender drops 2” x 6 ½” strips 
to the left and right of the fussy cut mice rectangle. 
Press the seams away from the center motif.

9. Sew the 21981L Lavender drops 2” x 11 ½” 
strips to the top and bottom of the center motif.  
Press away from the center motif.  Trim the unit 
to 7 ¼” x 10 ¼”, keeping the fussy cut mice motif 
centered. (Diagram 3)
10. Sew the 21979H Green check 3 1/8” x 7 ¼” 
strips to the left and right of the quilt center. Press 
away from the center.
11. Sew the 21979H Green check 2 5/8” x 15 ½” 
strips to the top and bottom of the quilt center.  
Press away from the center. (Diagram 4)
12. Sew the 21981B Blue drops 2” x 12 ½” strips 
to the left and right of the quilt center. Press away 
from the center.
13. Sew the 21981B Blue drops 2” x 18 ½” strips to 
the top and bottom of the quilt center.  Press away 
from the quilt center. Trim the unit to 13 ½” x 18 
½”, keeping the fussy cut mice motif centered. Do 
not trim the width (18 ½”) until the next border is 
completed and measured. (Diagram 5)

Diamond Border Block Assembly:
14.  Sew (1) small and (1) large 21981L Lavender 
triangle to opposite sides of a 21978G Green 
toiletries square (Diagram 6). Press the seams 
toward the center square.  Sew another small 
21981L Lavender triangle to the 21978G Green 
square as shown (Diagram 6). Repeat to make (2) 
Green end units. Clip dog ears off each unit.
15. Repeat Step 15 with (2) 21977S Yellow 
toiletries squares (Diagram 7) to create (2) Yellow 
end units.
16. Sew (2) large 21981L Lavender triangles to 
opposite sides of the remaining 21978G Green 
squares and 21977S Yellow toiletries squares 
(Diagram 8) to create (3) Green center units and (3) 
Yellow center units. Clip dog ears off each unit.
17. Lay out the end and center units as shown in 
Diagram 9, alternating Green and Yellow centers. 
Sew units together; repeat with remaining (8) units 
to create (2) diamond border strips.  Clip dog ears 
from border strip.
18. Measure the diamond border strips.  Trim the 
quilt center to match the diamond border strip units.
19. Sew the diamond border strips to the top 
and bottom of the quilt center.  Note that the top 
and bottom diamond border strips are rotated to 
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be opposite of each other in color orientation.

Mitered Border Assembly:
20. On the wrong side of the quilt top, mark ¼” in 
from each corner.
21. Find and mark with a pin the center of each of 
the (4) fussy cut border strips.
22. Measure the length of the quilt through the 
center of the quilt top to establish the side border 
lengths. Subtract ½” from the length and the divide 
the resulting measurement in half. On two of the 
strips, use this measurement to place a mark on the 
wrong side, ¼” in from the raw edge, on either side 
of the center pin along the Inner edge of the strip.
23. Measure the width of the quilt from one side 
to the other of the quilt top to establish the top 
and bottom border lengths. Subtract ½” from the 
length and the divide the resulting measurement in 
half. On the remaining two of the strips, use this 
measurement to place a mark on the wrong side, ¼” 
in from the raw edge, on either side the center pin 
along the Inner edge of the strip.
24. On the wrong side of all four strip sets, draw a 
diagonal line through the ¼” mark extending to both 
raw edges of the border strip set. This line should be 
45 degrees from the inner edge of the strip.

Shower Curtain Assembly

1. Sew the Green toiletries 1 ¼” x 3 ¾” strips 
between the Green check and Yellow Mice 3 ¾” x 
3 ¾” squares. Press the seams away from the Green 
toiletries strip. Make 28 units total.

2. Sew two of these units to either side of a Green 
toiletries 1 ¼” x 7 ¾”strip as shown below. Make 
sure that the units are rotated correctly. Press the 
seams away from the Green toiletries strip.  Make 
14 units.

3. Sew the small Lavender Drops triangles to the 
sides of the pieced units as shown below. Press the 
seams towards the Lavender Drops triangles. Make 
5 units total.

4. Sew a large Lavender Drops triangle to the left 
side of a pieced unit and a small Lavender Drops 
triangle to the right side. Press the seams towards 
the Lavender Drops triangles. Repeat to make 2 
units.

5. Trim the point of the large triangle even with the 
top edge of the block.
 
6. Add another large Lavender Drops triangle to the 
pieced unit as shown. Press the seams towards the 
Lavender Drops triangles. Repeat to make 2 units.

7. Lay out and sew the units as shown below. Press 
the seams towards the Lavender Drops triangles.

8. Sew Violet toiletries 3 ½” x 76” strips to the top 
and bottom of the pieced row. Match the center the 
Violet strip with the center of the pieced row. The 
pieced row is wider than the strip. Press the seams 
towards the Violet strip.

9. Sew the two 55” x WOF Bathroom tile strips 
together along the selvages with a 1 ½” seam. Trim 
the seam allowance to 1”. Press the seam to one 
side. Turn the seam allowance under the seam, 
towards the seam line. Press the seam flat and on 
the right side, sew a line of stitching ¼” from the 
seam.

10. Sew the two 20 ¾” x WOF Bathroom tile strips 
together along the selvages with a 1 ½” seam. Trim 
the seam allowance to 1”. Press the seam to one 
side. Turn the seam allowance under the seam, 
towards the seam line. Press the seam flat and on 
the right side, sew a line of stitching ¼” from the 
seam.

11. Join the bottom of the large Bathroom tiles 
panel to the top of the Violet strip on the top of 
the pieced row. Match the center the Violet strip 
with the center of the Bathroom tiles panel. The 
Bathroom tiles panel is longer than the strip. Press 
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the seams towards the Violet strip. See the image 
below.

12. Join the top of the large Bathroom tiles panel 
to the bottom of the Violet strip on the bottom of 
the pieced row. Match the center of the Violet strip 
with the center of the Bathroom tiles panel. The 
Bathroom tiles panel is wider than the Violet strip. 
Press the seams towards the Violet strip. See the 
image below.

13. Trim the sides keeping them square with the top 
and bottom of the panel. Leave a 1” hem allowance 
along the side. The hem allowance should start at 
the left and right side points of the block strip.  

14. Turn the bottom edge of the panel under ½”to 
the wrong side of the fabric, press flat. Turn the 
hem under ½” again and press flat. Stitch close to 
the edge to secure the hem. With the wrong side of 
the shower curtain panel facing up, fold the shower 
curtain 4” below the bottom edge of the Violet strip 
and bring the hemmed edge up behind the pieced 

strip unit. 

 15. Carefully smooth the fabric out flat, pinning along 
the width of the panel. The hemmed edge should 
extend above the top edge of the violet strip. On the 
right side of the showerurtain, stitch in the seam line 
ditches as shown below.
16. Stay-stitch the two layers together on both sides. 
Turn one side edge of the panel under ½”to the wrong 
side of the fabric, press flat. Turn the hem under ½” 
again and press flat. Stitch close to the edge to secure 
the hem. Repeat for the other side.

17. Turn top edge of the panel under ½”to the wrong 
side of the fabric, press the fold flat. Turn the hem 
under 3” and press flat. Stitch close to the folded edge 
to secure the hem.

18. Use large grommets to make the openings for the 
shower curtain hooks or sew button holes along the 
top for the hook openings. The openings should be 1 
½” below the top edge of the shower curtain. Place the 
first and last openings 2” in from each side edge. Place 
10 more grommets between these two, evenly spaced 
apart, 1 ½” below the top edge of the shower curtain 
panel.

Brush roll assembly

1. Sew the 2 ½” x 6 ½” Green drops,  Yellow Check 
, Green check , Yellow Mice, Violet Mice and the 
Stripe rectangles together along the long side as 
shown below. This is the pieced pocket unit. It should 
measure 6 ½” x 12 ½”.

 2. Apply the 6 ½” x 12 ½” piece of fusible batting 
to the wrong side of the pieced pocket unit following 
the manufacturer’s directions. With right sides 
together, sew the Violet toiletries pocket lining 
rectangle to the pieced pocket unit along one long 
edge. Press the seam flat then fold the lining right 
side out. Press the edge flat with the seam rolled 
slightly towards the lining.

3. Baste the layers together, close to the sides and the 
bottom. Set aside.   
 
4. Apply the fusible interfacing to the wrong side 
of the 9 ½” 12 ½” fussy cut image following the 
manufacturer’s directions.  On the right side, find and 
mark the center, from top to bottom and from side to 
side. 

 
5. Find the center of the ribbon and place it on the 
center mark on fussy cut image. Sew the ribbon in 
place.

6. Tuck the ribbon out of the way and place the 
9 ½” x 12 ½” Violet toiletries lining piece, right side up, 
on top of the fussy cut image. Baste the layers together, 
close to the edges.

7. With the Violet toiletries lining face up and the 
ribbon tucked out of the way, place the pieced pocket 
unit on top of the outer unit. Keep the bottom and side 
edges even. Baste the layers together close to the edges. 

8. With the ribbon tucked out of the way, sew pockets 
for your brushes, stitch in the ditch of the patch seams.  
 
9. Bind the edge using the 2 ½” Lavender Drops strip.

Open out and fold the long raw edge into the center 
fold line, press. Repeat with the opposite long edge. 
Fold strip in half on the original fold line and press. All 
long raw edges will be hidden. Pin and top stitch along 
both long sides. Trim finished wrist strap length to 18”.

7. Fold the wrist strap in half and position the raw edge 
of the bag in the space near the zipper. Stitch across the 
strap a few times.

Cosmetic Case Assembly:
8. With wristlet turned right side out, place the Lining 
into the bag. (Wrong side of bag will be against the 
batting side of the lining.) Align side seams. Pin lining 
in place, the folded top edge of the lining should be 
next to the zipper teeth. Stitch in place, along previous 
stitching or stitch by hand.  Reinforce the stitching at the 
beginning of the zipper pull area.

9. Fold the strap up and stitch again. 

Zipper:

2. With the zipper right side up, place one bag 
rectangle 8” side right side up on the top left side of 
the zipper.  The folded fabric edge should be next to 
the zipper teeth, place fabric ½” above the zipper pull. 
Stitch using a zipper foot. The zipper will be longer 
then the bag rectangle. Repeat on the right side of the 
zipper with the folded edge along the zipper teeth. 

3. Stitch side seams.  It is okay to sew across the zipper 
teeth. They are plastic just go SLOWLY. Tack across 
the zipper teeth to create a new stop. Trim excess 
zipper away.

Lining:
4. Place the lining right side down on the table and 
center the interfacing on top of the lining. The folded 
edge to the lining should be covering the raw edges 
of the interfacing along the top. Fuse, following 
manufacturer’s instructions.
